Some minor cataloging had been done by the
State Library of North Carolina but the broad
collection of approximately 6000 items
remained largely unorganized and uncataloged.

September 2010 Lamara Williams-Jones was
hired as librarian with the goal of getting the
library organized and promoting its services to
DOT customers state-wide.
