Bernie Wagenblast has spent most of his career working in transportation communications.  He had his start as one of the original Shadow Traffic reporters in New York City in 1979 and was heard on stations such as WABC.  Following that he worked for the New York City Department of Transportation and the Port Authority of New York & New Jersey where he helped create TRANSCOM, a coalition of transportation agencies in New York, New Jersey and Connecticut. He was also involved in the start of the I-95 Corridor Coalition, which includes transportation agencies along the East Coast.
 
Since 1998 he's been the editor of the Transportation Communications Newsletter. In addition he serves as the editor of several other transportation e-newsletters, including the AASHTO Daily Transportation Update.  
 
He's the voice for many transportation projects in the New York City area, including the AirTrain at Newark and Kennedy airports and the New York City subway system.  He can be heard on Saturdays providing traffic updates on several radio stations in the New York City area.
